Pilot sessions were invaluable


Testing the accuracy of the exercises and the learning outcomes





To know that learning outcomes were met for each exercise


That the links between exercises were there


Information on domestic abuse was up to date and accurate

Follow up evaluations/events with trainers





Three pilot sessions ran to test the exercises that were developed in the pack to make sure they met there learning outcomes.





At each of the pilot events evaluation was built in to the end of each section both written and verbal. This took the form of a series of questions asked to participants after each exercise was delivered, so equivalent to a focus group.





Further sessions were then run in localities in Glasgow with different target audiences.





The aim of this resource is to help organisations to develop and progress their understanding and improve their services to women from asylum seeking and refugee communities, and to women who are subject to other forms of immigration control.


It demonstrates the barriers that exist for women subject to immigration control when they are subject to domestic abuse. The pack comes with a comprehensive training guide for facilitators and the contents can easily be adjusted to meet the needs of the target audience.
